The Mora Telemastic Center (MTC) 

held its first major exhibition and 

conference for the telecom mast 

industry in October. Based on the 

response received in connection 

with the event, an expanded 

exhibition is in the works for next 

year. 

MTC is a young organisation trying 
to establish itself as a meeting point 
for those companies and government 
agencies that influence the development 
of the telecom mast industry. An 
important step in this direction was 
recently taken when the first MTC 

exhibition, MTC 2004, was held in Mora. 

Attracting the ôrightõ crowd
Over 25 exhibitors participated in the 
2-day event, including manufacturers of 
masts, components, cables and more, 
as well as providers of various services 
within the areas of design, installation 
and maintenance. In addition, 9 
seminars were scheduled addressing 
issues such as the use of high-tensile steel 
in the mast industry, energy management 
for reduced costs and increased security, 
and how the government views the 
expansion of telecom infrastructure. 
 While the visitor turnout for the event 
did not quite reach expectations, MTCõs 
Managing Director Karl Williams had 
good reason to be pleased: òOften 
exhibitions can attract a lot of visitors 
who donõt necessarily have much 
influence in their fields. But of the visitors 
we received, many have a direct impact 
on what we are trying to achieve. So 
in that sense,ó he concludes, òwe were 
very fortunate to meet a lot of the ôrightõ 

people.ó

Interest from abroad
Several foreign companies, particularly 
from the UK, contacted MTC prior to 
the event to inquire about the possibility 

of attending. But 
with this being 
the first time 
around, MTC had 
already decided to limit 
participation to visitors 
from the Nordic region.
 òWe were very 
happy to receive so 
much interest from 
abroad,ó says Karl 
Williams, òbut we 
also want to make sure that 
all visitors receive the best possible 
experience, particularly when travelling 
a long way.ó Williams explains that he 
didnõt feel the organisation was fully 
prepared to handle foreign visitors this 
year. òHowever,ó he says, òwe have 
already begun planning a follow-up 
exhibition for next year, and if all goes 
well we hope to extend our invitation to 
companies throughout Europe as well.óÂ

the Nordic region in a simple way. 
òOur customers also have the benefit 
of meeting each other and exchanging 
ideas and experiences,ó he says. òItõs 
easier to demonstrate something or to 
discuss a particular issue when we are all 

gathered.ó Â
